The Board President
The responsibility for the governance of each of the 41 school districts in the State of Utah rests with the local Board of Education.  Sitting at the head of each Board of Education is the president who, as provided by law,  (. . . shall preside at all meetings of the board, appoint all committees, and sign all warrants ordered by the board to be drawn upon the business administrator for school money.(  If the president is absent or disabled, these duties are performed by the vice president.
This in-service training is offered for the purpose of assisting School Board Presidents to become more skilled, more confident, and consequently, more effective in leading and directing the activities of the board.  The overall effectiveness of the Board President determines to a great extent how the total board will be perceived and supported by district patrons and employees and ultimately the quality of education each child receives.
